Ans.

(1)  Brazil has about 7400 km of coastline which 1s divided into
two parts, namely northern and eastern coast.

(11) The northern coast extends from Amapa province in the north
to Rio de Grande de Norte in the east. It 1s also known as North
Atlantic Coast. It 1s characterized by mouths of many rivers
including the amazon. Marajo, a large coastal 1sland lies on
this coast.

(111) The eastern coast receives a large number of smaller rivers.
The only major river which meets the Atlantic Ocean here 1s
Sao Francisco.

(1v) The Brazihian coast 1s characterized by a number of beaches
and sand dunes. [t attracts a large number of tounsts every year.
In some areas, 1t 1s protected by coral reefs and atoll 1slands.

(1) Write a comparative note on urbanisation in Brazil and India.
Ans.

(1) Both India and Brazil are developing countries but the growth
of urbanization has been high in Brazil in comparison to India.
(1) In the year 1961, the level of urbanization was only 18% in

India. Itrose to 31.2% 1n 2011, which1s quite low in comparnson
to Brazil.

(1) Even when compared to Brazil’s urbanization growth rate of
47.1 % 1n 1960, India’s urbanization barely reached 31.2 % in
the year 2011.

(1v) At present, about 86% of Brazilian population lives in urban
areas. Hence, Brazil 1s one of the few developing countries

which 1s highly urbanized whereas in India the growth of
urbanization has been very low.

(1) Bntish rule in India lasted for almost 150 years. India gamned
its independence on 15th August 1947.

(1) India faced various problems such as three wars, famine
situations 1n various parts and other 1ssues after independence.

Ans. Remedies to reduce niver pollution during field visit are as
follows—

(1) Avoid throwing any litter in the river as it contaminates drinking
waler.

(1) Always carry a spare paper bag to dump htter such as papers,
wrappers, cans, etc. and dispose of them later in a litter bin.

(111) Always use a paper or cloth bag instead of plastic bag.

(1v) Carry our own steel or glass bottle in place of disposable plastic
bottles which are not biodegradable or recyclable.

(v) Educate your friends and classmates and remind them not to
litter.

(vi) Volunteer to help prevent and clean up litter in case you find
any.
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
